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Khutba on Importance of Islamic Will
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Brothers and Sisters in Islam,

Today’s khutbah is about a matter of great seriousness, a matter which many Muslims
neglect, despite the clear guidance of the Qur’an and Sunnah and that is the obligation
of writing an Islamic Will, especially for Muslims living in non-Muslim countries. Every
single one of us sitting here today knows that death is inevitable. None of us knows
when the angel of death will come. It could be tomorrow, it could be next week, it could
be years from now. But whenever that moment comes, there will be no delaying it, no
negotiation, no turning back. Allah 354~ has decreed:
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"Wherever you may be, death will overtake you, even if you should be within towers of
lofty construction." Surah An-Nisa (4:78)

And what we leave behind when we depart this world will either be a testimony in our
favour, or a witness against us.

The Prophet alu s 4dxlll La said,
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"The clever one is the one who takes account of himself and works for what comes after
death. And the foolish one is the one who follows his desires and then hopes for Allah’s
forgiveness." Sunan At-Tirmidhi, Hadith 2459

Each of us will be called to account for our deeds, and part of that accountability is
what happens to the wealth and property we leave behind. We cannot take our wealth
with us, but its distribution after death can either earn us reward or punishment.

Allah Jis4ilsws has commanded us very clearly in His Book about the fixed shares of
inheritance. Allah =34 has also warned us in surah Nisa ayah 13-14:
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“These are the limits set by Alldh. Whoever obeys Allah and His Messenger in this
matter, Allah has promised them entry into Paradise forever, while whoever disobeys
and transgresses these limits will face the Hellfire as their abode.”

These are not light warnings. These are not minor matters. This is about fulfilling the
commandments of Allah =i s4ilsu after our death and preparing for that day when
every soul shall stand before its Lord.

The Prophet alu s 4=l s taught us in clear words:

"It is not right for a Muslim who has something to bequeath to stay for two nights
without having his Will written with him." Sahih al-Bukhari, Hadith 2738

Abdullah ibn Umar 4= &) = ) said that since he heard that command from the Prophet
alu szl La not a single night passed without his written Will being with him. This
shows us how the righteous companions of the Prophet alw s 4d=elll JLa understood the
seriousness of this matter. They didn’t wait until old age. They didn’t wait for illness.
They prepared while they were healthy and strong, for they knew that death can come
suddenly, without warning.

For us living here in England and other non-Muslim countries, this responsibility is even
more serious. If a Muslim dies here without a written Islamic Will, then by default the
wealth will be distributed according to English law, not according to the Law of Allah
Sisailss | And if that happens, rightful Islamic heirs may be deprived of their rightful
share, wealth may go to people who are not entitled to it in Shari‘ah, and the deceased
will meet Allah i s 4ilsws while having violated His commandments. How can we meet
Allah Ay ailass with such a betrayal of His commands on our record?

It is from the mercy of Allah J=is4ilsw:  upon us that English law actually allows us to
write a Will in accordance with our religious beliefs. This is a blessing that many
Muslims in other countries do not have. Therefore, it becomes wajib upon every Muslim
here who has wealth or possessions to ensure that their Will is written in accordance
with Islamic principles, so that the wealth they leave behind does not fall into the hands
of those not entitled, and so that the obligations they owe such as unpaid zakah, unpaid
debts, missed Hajj, and so on can be fulfilled.

Allah Juis4ilsws says in the Qur’an:
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"O you who believe! When death approaches one of you, make a bequest with two just
witnesses from among yourselves...." Surah Al-Ma'idah (5:106)

This is a clear command from the Qur’an. Ignoring it is to disobey Allah i s 4lsw and
what a shame it would be to meet our Lord in that state. The Prophet alu s 4lzelll L glso
reminded us that Allah Jxis4llass has given us charity at the time of death, meaning
that the Wasiyyah is an opportunity to increase in good deeds and to fulfil any final
obligations.

My dear brothers and sisters, if we neglect to write an Islamic Will, we are leaving the
door open to confusion, disputes, family divisions, and worse — to grave sins in the
sight of Allah i s 4ilsas, Wealth wrongly taken by heirs who know better is wealth that
will be a burden of sin on the Day of Judgment. Do not let your family fall into that trap.
Do not leave them in a state of confusion and injustice. Take control now. Write your Will
in accordance with the Shari‘ah. Appoint trustworthy withesses. Consult
knowledgeable scholars. Do it for your own sake, for the sake of your family, and for the
sake of your standing before Allah =35 4ilss. on that Day when nothing will benefit a
soul except sincere faith and good deeds.

Let each of us take this matter seriously. The wealth we have in our hands today is not
ours itis an amanah, a trust from Allah i s4las | And as with all trusts, we will be
asked about it. Let us not be of those who disobey their Lord and transgress His limits.
Let us be of those who hear the words of Allah i s 4ilaws and the Messenger 4dzglll JLa
als s and obey with humility and submission. Let us prepare for that meeting with Allah
S 4dlsas with clean hearts, clear records, and righteous deeds, among which is
fulfilling the obligation of writing an Islamic Will.

May Allah i s 4lsw make us among those who hear His words and act upon them.
May He grant us sincerity, protect us from negligence, and make our reckoning easy on
the Day of Judgment.
